(Continued from Page 2) This list of some of our
St ag endost prestigious women in city
government is not presented in any particular
order. Our desire is to present an enjoyable
reading and preserve some local government
history in the making.

Pushing east from Sacramento, the Central
Pacific crossed the plains to build what would
become the western half
intercontinental railroad. The Central Pacific
rails intersected with those of the California
Centralint o d a Ro3eville. Between 1906 and
1908, the rairoad roundhouse facilities were
moved to Roseville from nearby Rocklin. The
City Incorporated on April 10, 1909. In 1973, 18
boxcars loaded with bombs en route to the
Naval Weapons Station in Concord began
detonating in the Southern Pacific yard. More
than 6,000 bombs exploded, injuring more than
350 people. The explosions caused damage
to 5,500 buildings up to 6,800 feet away.
