Thursday morning, N ovember 5, 2009, following
self-introductions, the program started with
Anthony Gonsalves addressing the group with a
review of the past year's legislation, the State
budget and legislative calamities. Primarily due

to term limits, California had 38 brand new
Assembly Members last year. This fact led to
discussion of the wisdom or lack thereof of the
current term -limits law. There is some thought
that one of the World's largest and most
complicated economies should not be
governed by an amateur State gov ernment.

It has been suggested that the term limits
concept needs adjusting to provide better
retention of institutional knowledge, and create

an improved incentive for good people to seek
election to serve. If a legislator is prohibited
from running for re-election, he or she may not
quite care as much about the job or their
image preservation. Doing good work and the
preservation of one's reputation is vital to re -
election bids. It is difficult to see how taking the
incentive out of the process improv es the
process. It has been suggested that the term
limit be amended to 12  -years in either House. It
might make things better , but it will not return

our State to the effective Legislatures of the
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
