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Receiving national distinction and celebrity in 

1992 when he co -authored òReinventing 

Governmentó with David Osborne , Ted Gaebler  

continues to be a lead er in Californiaõs city 

management community.  Ted began his 

career  odyssey in 1963 with a 3 -month paid 

intern ship in Oxford, Ohio.  In 1964 Ted served 6 -

months as an Administrative Assistant in Dayton, 

Ohio, and in June, 1965 he moved west to 

accept an Ad ministrative Assistant post in 

Salem, Oregon . He was elevated in Salemõs 

management team to the Assistant to the City 

Manager position in 1969. In June, 1970 Ted 

headed east to become the Assistant Manager 

in Columbia, Maryland, and after nearly two 

years in that position he was appointed City 

Manager in Vandalia, Ohio in June, 1972.  Ted 

moved back to the west coast, this time to 

California in November, 1975 to accept the 

Assistant City Manager post in Visalia , and in 

1978 he was appointed Visalia  City Man ager. 

Ted served in Visalia  until the summer of 1985 

when he served five months as the San Rafael  

City Manager prior to taking the reins as 

President of The Gaebler Group, Inc. in 

December, 1985.  While the private business, 

consulting and academic endeavo rs of his 

company moved forward, Ted served a three -

month assignment at Interim City Manager in 

Hercules in 1987.  He also served in a 6 -month 

assignment as the Assistant Chief Executive 

Officer in Washington, D.C. in 1998.  In January, 

2000 Ted moved back  into full -time local 

government employment as the County 

Executive Officer in Nevada County, California 

where he served until 2003.  After a 6 -month 

assignment from March to September, 2003 as 

the Interim City Manager in East Palo Alto , Ted 

was appointed to his current post of Rancho 

Cordova  City Manager in October, 2003.  In 

addition to the BA from Miami University, Ted 

earned a MGA from the University of 

Pennsylvania.
