With increased membership and a heightened
interest in attending the annual event, and
since the EI Mirador Hotel facilities were

Once the Assoc iation outgrew
their housing capacity, the conference s were
held at the Marq uis Hotel, with added room
accommodations at the nearby Spa and
Sheraton Hotels.
